These
memories include hanging on for dear life as he drove the Jeep up what
seemed like vertical inclines. Al was active in the Nehalem ward of the Church
of Jesus Christ of Latter-Day Saints wherein he served in various positions
over the years. He is survived by his sons, Jim and Don, and daughters,
Sherrie and Penny, together with 16 grandchildren and 28 great
grandchildren.
