Rod enjoyed shopping at Goodwill outlet stores in Portland, and in Vancouver,
and at antique shops. He also attended antique and collectable shows at the
Portland EXPO Center, and auto swap meets in Oregon & Washington. He is
remembered for his awesome smile and his "eye" for "picking".

In his time, Rod traveled to Rome, ltaly, to Washington D.C., to Las Vegas,
and Reno, Nevada. Rod also traveled to Hawaii, with his National Guard Unit.
He was a member of St. Luke's Episcopal Church, Vancouver, WA and the



Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFW).

Rod is survived by his Mother, Shirley A. Brant, Brothers Mark G. Schultz,
James K. Schultz and a "foster brother" Joel V. Johnson. He was preceded in
death by Dad, James C. Schultz and Brother, Bryan L. Schultz.
